What: Pick up individual(s) from either Casa Marianella or Posada Esperanza
(depending on who needs to go), drive them to the San Antonio ICE office, and
then bring them back to Casa/Posada after their appointment.

When: The timeframe for this varies by appointment. Usually, appointments are
early morning (about 8am), which requires leaving Austin by 6am to ensure
prompt arrival.
