many people participating in hosting a Diaper Drive as we like.

o Who: Anyone 13 or older.

o What: Help ADB sort, count, and package diapers before they go out to help
families all across Central Texas.

o When: Tuesday-Friday, either 10am-12pm, or 1pm-3pm. They're currently
booked through 2022, but you can schedule a shift for your group of 6-10
volunteers in 2023 by emailing Heather Trent.
